2022 CoD Youth Forum
Reversing the Democracy Disconnect

In 2022, the CoD Youth Forum was held in a virtual format as a side event in the margins of 
the 77th session of the UNGA. The event featured leaders from each region of the world 

speaking about youth inclusion, under the theme of Reversing the Democracy Disconnect. 
An inspiring keynote presentation by Congressman John Wright of El Salvador and a report 
by a representative of Civicus, an NGO Member of the Civil Society Pillar, were prominently 
featured. It was the third edition of the Forum organized under the Romanian Presidency of 

the Community of Democracies (2019- 2022). 
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
